Cultural fiction is intended to be a virtual book club, where the participating countries take part of each others most celebrated modern literary genres or authors. Students are especially encouraged to look for strong literary connections to the local area where their school is situated. Each school thus makes a selection from its country’s or local area’s most appreciated genres or authors and chooses novels, short stories or extracts from books that have been translated into English. The participating students in each school then continue by reading a selection of the literature proposed by another country and as a follow-up discuss online their impressions of cultural issues acquired by this literature. 


This is thus a literary project for English classes, in particular aimed at upper secondary school (15-19) or younger students who enjoy reading in English. The emphasis, however, is on understanding different cultures from books and not primarily a literary analysis. At the end of the project films can with advantage be brought in to extend the project.
