Depending on the interests of students, and on the chosen project focus (e.g., local custom(s) or ceremony/ceremonies, sacred site(s), legend(s), etc.) pupils should engage in a variety of activities with a view to gaining a hands-on experience of their chosen topic(s). They might, for example, travel to sites, take photographs, interview relevant people to find out what they can about their chosen topic, or even participate in an event.





Partner schools are free to focus on one or more traditions or ceremonies as part of the project. It was agreed in Beijing that all project partners should have participated in some way in this phase of the project by 15 February 2006 at the latest.





In this phase there is potential for video-conferencing to be used (allowing for complexities of time difference, school calendars etc.) Using this approach there is potential for language learning to the learning outcomes of the project.  The main outcome of this phase would be that partners have shared information about their chosen tradition(s) or ceremony/ceremonies. 





Phase III - Getting It Out There


(beginning of April – end of May 2006)





This phase has two main parts:





(i)	Each partnering school must post a comment via Moodle on at least one other partner’s project. However, partners are encouraged to comment on as many other projects as they wish.





(ii)	Partners will decide on the material they think would be best suited to include for a wider audience. This will take the format of a website. The ICT administrators in Ireland and Greece will liaise closely with the partner schools in the development of this website.

Phase I – Getting to Know You


(beginning of October – end of December 2005)





In this phase pupils will create short personal profiles to upload to the Internet. This will help pupils to:





(a) communicate and build relationships in the virtual environment, and


(b) familiarize themselves with using the Moodle system.





Partners are, of course, free to decide and negotiate the type of profiles (whether text based, digital video clips, etc.) to choose depending on the technical supports available to them.  It was agreed in Beijing that all project partners should have participated in some way in this phase of the project by 15 November 2005 at the latest.





Phase II – Getting to Know Your Ways


(beginning of January – end of March 2006)





In this phase students investigate a local tradition(s) or ceremony/ceremonies – these can be local to their school, local to their community, or it/they could be something that is practised across their country and that is unique to that country.
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Aim


To provide Asian and European students (12 – 18 years of age) with opportunities to discover the traditions and ceremonies in their countries that are significant for people for one reason or another. These could range from the simple popular traditions, practices or ceremonies that people do to have fun, to what they do for more formal, solemn occasions. 





The project coordinators will make an easy-to-use dedicated, collaborative Internet space available to all of the partners (i.e., the Moodle Virtual Learning Environment (VLE)). This is a secure password protected space that will allow pupils to upload their work, to store and share and to facilitate communication within the project. Features include discussion boards and calendars designed to facilitate collaborative work. 








Rationale for the Project





European and Asian traditions and cultures, though different in many ways, have many similarities in the way they worship deities or honour their ancestors and their loved ones, and there are many practices that human beings share even if they go about things in different ways. 





The Irish and Greek partners would like to discover the similarities that exist between European and Asian cultures through the exploration of local traditions and ceremonies that are either important to us or just good fun to do! 





Practical skills in the use of digital photography and digital video recording as well as ICT skills and collaborative learning strategies are all potential areas for development in this project. The project will encourage the use of ICT for practical and focussed purposes, e.g., exchange of profiles and discussion of the themes and the production of a web site, as well as important informal on-line chat.
