Our project is designed to overcome the diversity among students such as English literacy, age or beliefs, and we believe each student will find their own way to participate in our project.  Thus the tasks are simple. 





First, each group of students will write peace messages for the rest of the partner groups. Then the messages are sent to their partner groups. Secondly, each message is translated into forms of illustrations, movies or other possible artistic expressions. Students are also provided with an Internet space for discussion (Students’ forum) and exchange their peace ideas. Lastly, all the illustration and stories will be published on the web pages and the result is exhibited accordingly in each school at certain school events. 





In the trial of the project 2nd phase, we examined a way to integrate 2 activities: The illustration & students’ discussion. In the group meeting held at Gromiz last year, we learnt from the through research by Ms. Laakio-Whybrow and found that the students’ discussion was mostly activated in February. We build up the discussion plan for our students to make full use of the phenomenon, which worked well to a certain level. We will choose this method in our next trial.  Also we will try to see the students’ growth in the forum discussion. We’ve tried to teach them the value of social manner through the “Netiquette” last year, in addition to it, we’ll try to let them evaluate illustration each other at the discussion forum. This could enable them to realize how interesting /difficult it is to understand each other, which we believe could lead to a mutual understanding beyond our diversity.
