This project focuses on the return journey of a group of seafarers from the Mediterranean to the Asian region and back during the 1400s. This project will be problem based activity that will marry Mathematics, simple Economic and History and will require students to use different types of intelligence to ensure that the ‘journey’ will be a fruitful one.





Through the means of dialogue on the net, teachers are to carve out roles(spice trader, missionary, ship builder etc) and tasks for students to take on and flesh out scenarios/stages of journeys. For example, students are given a sum of money and they are told that tea is a profitable commodity in Europe, the students will then decide how best to grow their investment in view of this piece of information. 





In groups of 4 to 6, students are to take on different roles and embark on this journey on a ship based on the scenario that the teacher gives them. Students can negotiate and collaborate with each other as how best to tackle the task or resolve the problem at hand using a forum in Moodle, real time or email each other. Students also have to blog their journey online to create a journal. The journals can be in pictorial form, students can also download audio files as their journals if they wish to.





At the end of the journey, using the forum students share with each other how trading patterns  have changed since the ancient times as compared to modern times OR they can create a common piece of work using a software ‘STORY BOARDING’ which can be set within Moodle to create a comic trip etc of their journey from their hometown to the Mediterranean. These final works will be uploaded on a common platform for all to view.





Teachers will also set up a cyber library to hold articles ranging from primary sources like diary records or scholarly inputs by experts of this field. The 2 key purposes of this online library is for students research on the conditions of this time period and for teachers to use to help them carve out the scenarios.
