	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	Groups of 6-8 students from at least 2 participating schools will fix a period of virtual homestay with participant focus on architectural structures of the host country. 

A)
The host (3-4 students from one school) will plan a 3-day itinerary which should include visitation to local places with unique architectural attractions. (note: these places need not be famous places. It can simply be a neighbourhood structure with noteworthy architectural design).

B)
The host (3-4 students from one school) will first provide information on various (at least 4) architectures in their country.  Note: The sharing should include pictures or video clips.

C)
After the exchange of information, the participants will design conduct interviews with local historians (if possible), as well as conduct surveys on the public to find out how much they know about the buildings and its architectural design. 

After collating the results of the surveys, participants will design and produce an item that will help to educate the public about the various selected architectures. 

D)
To push the project further, participants will take some social responsibility by developing a fund raising programme to raise funds for the ‘Habitat for Humanity’ (www.habitat.org).
