	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	In this project students will be divided into small mixed groups. Each group will prepare a presentation – either in written form, or a video, podcast or PowerPoint presentation on different aspects of how young people today use different technology in their daily lives – to learn, to communicate, to spend their free-time. They will look for relevant research and statistics from their countries about young people (if available) and compare this to their realities. Groups will, for example, deal with the use of mobile phones, computers, or Internet security issues. The final group tasks will be discussed and decided on by the participating teachers and modified with the students once the project starts. In addition, an online social network will be created for students to socialize in.
The project has a very strict timeline due to the unique Finnish high school year. We work in 6-7-week modules, and this project will be carried out with an English groups during one such module.


	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	Mastering Media Goes Digital will address young people's exponentially growing use of new technology  and  its effects on their lives. Apart from comparing the situation in different countries, students are also guided to think about the possible dangers lurking online – for example, what can they safely reveal about themselves online, how to create positive and responsible online presences for themselves, or how to respect copyright laws. Through finding research and study results about young people and technology, students will learn to assess their authenticity and reliability and also reflect these to their own lives – are their lives really what these statistics say they should be?

One of the main objectives of this project is to facilitate true online collaboration and knowledge building in small mixed groups. Students from different schools will work together and create the final products together - all online.
