	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:

	While most governments today are tasked to battle a weakening global economy, the leaders are also concerned to keep their cities vibrant and ‘liveable’ for their people at the same time. It is a challenging and daunting task as the ills of the economy, coupled with pollution, climate change and global warming are threatening their survival to remain competitive and efficient in the long run. How can the young people, especially the New Generation, be equipped to understand and deal with these challenges? Can the young minds, with their new ideas and suggestions bring about new ‘liveable cities’ model for all in the years to come? 

Young people in the 21st century need to realise that ‘liveable’ cities are indeed possible with careful planning and management.


	

	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	The rationale for this project is to find out new possibilities and suggestions from Generation ‘Z’ on how to create ‘liveable cities’ in the world today; and particularly in Asia and Europe. We are interested to engage students from these countries to talk about the dynamics of sustainability development and environmental concerns while mapping out the blueprint for a ‘Green Economy’ and a liveable city for all – even in times of a global recession. Concepts such as clean energy, global warming, urban planning, quality of living and recycling are also relevant to our project. 


	

	EXPECTED CONTRIBUTION FROM ASIAN SCHOOLS/STUDENTS:

	Participants have to contribute in the following areas:

Phase I (Online Access and Interaction) [Groups will be formed within the same school]

· Students will write a short personal profile and register online. IT platform to be used for communication, student participation and proposed learning activities. 

· Students will research on concepts like liveable cities, global warming, sustainability and green movement and share these concepts in the form of examples, case studies, cartoons, video clips or any forms of visuals in the e-forums. 

· Students will apply the concepts mentioned above with reference to their countries. Students can consider any of the following three aspects for discussion: ‘new government policies’, ‘economic goals’, ‘business and companies’, ‘attitude of the young people’, ‘urban lifestyles’, ‘green movement’. 

· Students will further exchange ideas, suggestions and perspectives on ‘liveable cities’ by reviewing what their home countries have been doing so far.  

Phase II (Information Sharing) [Groups within the same school will carry out the tasks in Phase II and share their insights with other schools]

· Students will use PPT slides and video clips to recommend a possible ‘liveable city’ model for their own countries. Other visuals or multimedia resources can also be used. The recommendation of the city model shall include the following aspects: ‘role of the government’, ‘future economy’ and ‘our lifestyles’. 

· Students in other groups will share their points of view and ideas about each ‘liveable city’ model by giving at least 3-5 comments/suggestions to each model in the e-forum. 

· Student groups will choose 1-2 ‘liveable city’ models and state down clearly how 2-3 ideas in these models can be implemented and carry out in their own countries.

· Student groups will submit a summary report (max. 3 pages, including visuals) to include all the new ideas/suggestions that have value-added their proposed ‘liveable city’ model for their own countries. 
· All student group leaders will play the role as moderators. 

Phase III (Knowledge Construction & Development: Cross-cultural and collaborative learning) 

[A new group will be formed within 2 schools to carry out the tasks in Phase III]*

· The new student groups will now work towards a joint proposal to create a ‘liveable city’ model for a future world. The proposal will be divided into 3 major sections: 
Section A – The Role of the Government  

Section B – The Future Economy 

Section C – Our Youths, City Living and Lifestyles 

Part A

· The new student group will consist of 2 team leaders, one representative from each school. 

· The team leaders will take the lead to share suggestions, ideas, concepts, examples and visual materials related to Section A-C in the e-forum. The team leaders will be the forum moderators to engage all participants based on the section requirements.

· The team leaders can assign the respective sections (i.e. Section A-C) to specific members in the group after 1 week of forum discussion for the joint proposal. 

· The new student group will propose and highlight relevant views from previous summary reports & PPT presentations done in Phase II that are relevant for the joint proposal.  

Part B

· The new student groups will share new information, interesting facts, key findings and ‘best practices’ of ‘liveable city’ models in the future within a week of forum discussion. There will be 2 sessions of ‘LIVE!’ forum discussion between the student groups. 

       Part C

· Student groups will submit a joint proposal (no less than 800 words, including visuals) based on the above discussion. A relevant introduction and conclusion shall be included in the joint proposal. All presentations, summary reports and proposal will be uploaded online.  

 [Note]:

*The new group should be formed based on advice given by respective teachers-in-charge and the projector coordinator. 

*The new group should be formed between schools from different countries. 

*The new group should not have more than 12 members from both schools. 

*The new group will only submit one consolidated joint proposal at the end of Phase III. 

*Student groups will receive a set of guidelines provided by the project coordinator.
