	SUMMARY / BRIEF DESCRIPTION ABOUT THE PROPOSED PROJECT

	The students in the coordinating school will choose an internationally known song and record the background beat for it. CDs with the background beat will be given out at the conference. Using this background, other groups will then video their own interpretation and performance of the song, and send them to us (it should be easy enough to do digitally). We will then cut and edit these films into one performance of the song, but with clips from all the participating schools. Naturally, it would be very interesting to see some 'local colour' in the videos, whether it's using some local instruments, filming it in an interesting location, wearing some typical costumes from your culture, or whatever you come up with, even use your own language if the lyrics for the song in question have been translated.
For student and teacher communication and connections, there will be a separate group set up on the WHAZZUP? 2009-2010 network. (NB. Taking part in MUSIC IN THE AIR doesn’t require participation in WHAZZUP?, although it is, of course, possible to be a member of both.)


	RATIONALE FOR THE PROJECT:

	Enjoying music is something that all cultures share together, but music takes countless different forms around the world. Making music together sends a powerful message of sharing, togetherness, peace and harmony – despite our differences in culture, language and traditions. With this video we would like to celebrate the marvelous diversity of cultures across Asia and Europe, but also emphasize the urgency of people working together for our common good.
